Repetitive Transcranial Magnetic Stimulation Memory Study


The purpose of this study is to explore repetitive Transcranial Magnetic Stimulation (rTMS) as a new potential treatment option for improving memory in individuals diagnosed with Schizophrenia or Schizoaffective Disorder.  We are particularly interested in a type of memory that you use on a daily basis that allows you to store and organize information for a brief span of time.
Your participation would involve being assigned to one of two treatment groups. One of these groups will receive “active” treatment and the other group will receive a placebo (“sham” treatment).  Treatment requires a visit of approximately 50 minutes per day for 4 weeks. In addition, you will have several visits for assessment of your symptoms and thinking skills, EEGs, and an MRI at the beginning. These visits will require a few hours; some of the visits will occur prior to beginning treatment and others will occur throughout the study.
Participation

To participate in this study, you must be competent to provide informed consent. Additionally, you must: 

· be 18-85 years of age

· have a diagnosis of schizophrenia or schizoaffective disorder
· not have abused alcohol or drugs in the past 6 months

· not have a major, unstable medical or neurological illness (e.g., epilepsy, known heart ailments)
You will be compensated for your time in the study.
