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Research study

We are looking for individuals recently diagnosed with schizophrenia or schizoaffective disorder and are asking for their participation in a research study.

If you are between 18 and 45 years old and have been diagnosed within the past 5 years and are receiving no more than one of the following medications:

· Risperidone
· Ziprasidone

· Aripiprazole

then you may be eligible to participate. 

The study involves a procedure called oral glucose tolerance test (OGTT) that tells us more about your risk of developing diabetes and heart disease, and a body scan which determines the amount of fat in your body. You will be invited to stay in a hospital overnight (from the prior evening to noon the next morning) for these tests to be completed. 

You will be compensated for the time you spend in the study. Meals and transportation will be provided.
